South Campground: 100 standard sites.

North Campground: 55 standard sites, two ADA
sites and 42 utility sites (water and electric) with
pull-through parking pads.

Group Camp: 20-80 people, tent camping only.
Tiwo picnicshelters (no electricity), 60 day-use picnic
tables.

Reservation System: All campsites, group camp, and
one picnic shelter may be reserved May 1 through
September 30 at hitps://washington.goingtocamp.

Camping is available year round, with limited winter
camping.

Campgrounds have centrally located comfortstations
with hot showers.

Trailer Dump is located in the North Campground
($5 for non-registered visitors).

Boat Launch and dock in South area ($7 for non-
registered visitors).

Qutfitters concessionaire.

Park Camp Store concession provides coffee, hot
food, snacks, and supplies (509-800-7339).

Winter Activities include over 50km groomed
cross-country ski trails, a groomed sled hill, and
20km snowshoe trails. Winter snow camping (heated
restroom, hot showers, and two shelters).

Fees and Regulations

Go to www. parks.state.wa.us for complete information.
Camping fees vary throughout the year, ranging from
$20-$37 for standard sites and $30-$45 for water and
electric utility sites. Extra vehicles in the campground
are $10 per night.

Parking fees are required for day visitors. $10 per
vehicle per day or an annual Discover Pass is $30.
In addition, m:l:m the Winter Recreation season
(approximately December 15-March 15), Sno-Park
permits are HBEB&.

Pets must be on a leash and controlled at all times.
Quiet hours: 10:00 p.m to 6:30 a.m.

Generator quiet hours: 8:00 p.m. to 9:00 a.m.
Alcoholic beverages may be consumed in campsites
or picnic sites (age 21 and over).

Maximum of two tents and two vehicles per campsite;
must fit within designated areas.

* Cross-Country Skiing

* South Patlc: Approximately 12km of diverse terrain
ranging from forest loops, lakeshore trail and views
hovering above the Wenatchee River. These trails are
rated from easiest to moderate, and tie directly into
the Nason Ridge trails.

* Nason Ridge: A 25km system begins at Kahler Glen
Sno-Park and offers challenging routes that climb up to
1500’ for access to miles of _ﬂmﬂw open ridgetop terrain.
Take a break and enjoy your lunch ora cup of hot cocoa
in the Warming Hut seated at the top of the Nason
Ridge trail system.

* North Patlc Scenic trails in this area offer 5.6km routes
through quiet stretches of forest with a full skate lane in the
camp loops, and double tracked mini skate lane
everywhere else.

» Chiwawa See & Ski: Passing through peaceful forest
above the Wenatchee River, this system offers 8km of trail
with a full skate lane and single track. Dogs are allowed
on the trails in this area after 10 am!

* Snowshoeing Trails are available for all levels of ability in all
areas of our groomed systems! Semi-backcountry
opportunities abound along Nason Ridge, moderate
nmw:ﬂpwam along Chiwawa See & Ski and the North Park,
and easy routes throughout the North Park and South Park.

Lake Wenatchee State Park is nestled into one of
Washingtor’s most unspoiled and scenic recreation
areas. The 489-acre park includes 12,623 feet of
waterfront on Lake Wenatchee and the Wenatchee
River. The park offers year-round recreational

opportunities. Swimming, boating, windsurfing,
fishing and hiking are popular summer activities;
winter brings up to four feet of snow and miles
of groomed cross-country ski trails, snowshoe
trails and a sledding hill. Any time of the year
visitors may observe abundant plant and animal
life in and around the park. Wenatchee is a Native
American name that means “great opening out of

the mountain” or “river issuing from canyon”.
