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. 10:00 p.m. - 7:00 a.m. are quiet hours and shall be strictly
observed by all campers.

. A campsite may be occupied by one family or group (total
number cannot exceed 6). A family is defined as one or
more adults and dependent children accompanying that
responsible adult. An adult is defined as a person eighteen
years of age or older, a married person or a member of the
U.S. Armed Forces.

. A maximum of two camping units are permitted at each
campsite (one camper and one tent or two tents).

Tuckahoe State Park

There are two picnic areas with shaded picnic tables and
grills. Two pavilions are available and may be rented
through the Statewide Reservation System. All pavilions
have a large charcoal grill and are in close proximity of
playground and bathroom facilities.

A 60-acre lake offers good fishing and boating
opportunities. Canoes and kayaks are available for rent.

Canoeing Is a popular activity. Boaters may use the
launching ramp or launch by hand from the bank. Use of
gasoline motors is prohibited.

Excellent hiking, biking and equestrian opportunities with
over 15 miles of trails.

Over 10 miles of horseback-riding trails are available. The
Tuckahoe Equestrian Center is open to the public daily
featuring a jousting track, training ring, water and trailer
parking.

Three 4-person cabins are available for rent and four
6-person cabins are available (seasonal). Check-out time
is 12 p.m. Cabins D & F are pet-friendly. For reservations
please call 1-888-432-2267.

Electric and non-electric sites are available for tent or
trailer camping. Youth Group camping is available.
Check-out time is 1:00 pm.

Some facilities and activities are accessible to the
handicapped. See a park ranger for special needs.

The Choptank River and Watts Creek offer opportunities for
fishing and boating.

Canoeing is available in the
Choptank River or Watts Creek. It is encouraged that
inexperienced canoeists stay on Watts Creek.

Over 3 miles of trails wander through the park for hiking
and biking.

Four 4-person cabins and two 6-person cabins are
available for rent. A full-service cabin (Choptank Cottage)
is available for rent year-round. Check-out time is 12 p.m
Cabins D & F are pet-friendly.
