* Visitors and guests must register at the office and pay a visitor fee.

* All cancellations and early departures forfeit refund.

* Please be considerate of all guests and do not walk through other campsites.

* Wireless service is available.

* Adriver's license is required to operate motorized vehicles in the campground.

* Do not park or drive vehicles on the grass.

* 5 MPH speed limit is strictly enforced for the safety of children and others.

* No washing of vehicles (RVs, cars, trucks, vans, etc.) in the campground.

* No laundry ordishes are to be done in our bathrooms.

* Forafter-hours campground emergencies call: (856) 430-1831 or 911!

* No smoking in buildings.

* Sewer rings are required by New Jersey State Law.

* Wooden platforms, decks, pallets, running generators, etc., are not permitted in the
campground.

* No clotheslines are permitted for safety reasons.

* Picnic tables or fire rings are not to be moved. One per site.

* Fires must only be in the rings provided. Please be sure to extinguish all fires before retiring or

leaving your campsite. No glass or cans in fire rings.

Foryour safety, all campfires must be kept neatand clean

We will only accept everyday bagged household trash in our dumpster.

Please putall recyclables in the marked containers by the trash dumpster.

Firearms, firecrackers, fireworks or explosives of any type are not permitted, as enforced by

New |ersey State Law.

* Only people registered in our office are permitted to fish - sport fishing only.

* ALL fish must be thrown back.

* Management reserves the right to seize or place lien on personal property for non-payment - Lien
upon personal property located at campground facility (New |ersey Statutes and Code 5:16-3).

* According to New Jersey State Law, you can not be a permanent resident in a campground.

* No tentson RV sites and deluxe cabins.

POOL HOURS/RULES

* Pool hours 10am-7 pm.

* NO LIFEGUARD - children under 16 must be accompanied by an adult. No swimming alone.
This pool shall be closed when management is not on the premises.

* Please do not run, skate, skip or jump while in the pool area. Do not bring glass in the pool area.
Water is shallow, so please, NO DIVING.

* Pool seasonal operation is from Memorial Day to Labor Day.

* Bathing suits must be worn.
