General:
• Check-out time is 11:00 AM.
• The speed limit is 7 MPH throughout the entire campground. Please obey all posted signs and

warnings around the property.
• Not liable for theft.
• Quiet hours are from 10:00 PM to 8:00 AM. Please limit radio, stereo and television during these

hours to help make everyone’s stay more enjoyable.
• No smoking in the Lodge, Cabins, or Bathrooms. Please dispose of cigarette butts properly.
• Registered guests are responsible for their visitors. Visitors must have hanging car tag and

purchase day pass. 
• No skates or skateboards.

RVs/Vehicles:
• Each site is limited to (1) RV, (1) vehicle, and (1) golf cart. Any other vehicles must park in the

overflow parking lot. Please do not wash your RV or car in our sites.
• 	All vehicles must be parked on the site pads and kept off of the grass. You cannot park in empty

sites around the park or on the roads.
Sites:

• All sites must be kept clean and orderly. Please do not cut or trim the trees.
• Please use the proper connections hooking up your sewer, and please coil all hoses, cords,

and cables. Sewer connections must be sealed and have third-step fitting connections or donut to
our sewer inlet.

• Please no clotheslines or hanging clothes outside of your RV.
• Please stay on designated roads and pathways, and do not walk across another RVer’s camp site.

Fires:
• We do not allow any ground fires or open flames outside of your RV (Citronella candles, torches,

etc.). Fires in approved containers only. You may use your own BBQ pit, but please do not set
it on picnic table. Guests will be responsible for all damages. If there is a burn ban, there can be
no outside cooking or fires of any kind. Please put out any fires before leaving.

Pets:
• Pets are to be controlled and on a leash no greater than six feet long at all times, except while in

the dog run area.
• Please help them stay away from all occupied or unoccupied sites, power pedestals, buildings,

structures and all other personal property. OWNERS ARE RESPONSIBLE FOR CLEANING UP
AFTER THEIR OWN PETS in all areas of the park.

• Please no pets in any buildings, tied on porches, or in the cabins.
• For your pet’s safety, please do not leave them tied outside when away from your site.

Laundry and Restroom:
• Dishwashing is not permitted in the laundry or restroom facilities.
• Children are to be accompanied at all times.

Garbage & Trash:
• Please keep a clean campsite. In order to protect the wildlife from ingesting harmful items,
