« Check in at the campground office before setting up af your site.

« Camping is permitted for 14 days in any 30 consecutive day period.

« Maximum 8 people per site. Minors under 18 shall always have adult supervision.

« Parking pass must be always displayed on your dashboard. Campground parking passes are valid at all
Lane County Parks for the durafion of your stay.

« Each reservation covers either: 1 tow vehicle with a trailer or 2 vehicles per site. Additional vehicles are $§7
per night. Daytime guests shall display a day use or annual parking pass and park in specified areas.

GENERAL RULES

« All reservations and modifications are subject to a $10 processing fee.

+ Fires shall be always supervised and completely exfinguished before departing site.

« Smoking or other use of any tobacco products, including vaping and marijuana, is prohibifed in all Lane
