GUIDELINES

1. SPEED LIMIT IS "DEAD SLOW" and will be
strictly enforced. Do not drive unnecessarily on
campground. MOTORIZED VEHICLES MUST
HAVE A VALID DRIVER'S LICENSE & PROOF OF
INSURANCE. (This includes Golf Carts.) Scooters
and golf carts must have headlights and taillights
or rear reflectors if driven after dark. NO DRIVING
AFTER 9 PM (unless it is an Emergency.)

2. BICYCLES must have lights ON after dark; NO
SPEEDING OR RACING!

3. Children may not operate ELECTRIC CARS/
DRIVING DEVICES on the roadways and must
have PARENTAL SUPERVISION AT ALL TIMES.

4. PEDESTRIANS must have a flashlight or
something similar after dark.

5. CAMPING VEHICLES must display a current CAR o
PASS issued at check-in. -

6. VISITORS must register before entering and
obtain a "TEMPORARY" CAR PASS. (Anyone
without a current "car pass” will be considered
trespassing and escorted off the property.)

7. PETS must not be left unattended on campground.
Pets must be on leash at all times. $10.00 fine
for pets not on leash. If your pet poops, please
scoop! $25 Fine. NOISY OR DANGEROUS PETS
ARE NOT PERMITTED. No Pit Bulls or Rottweilers E
or excessive barking! N AR

B. FIREARMS, BB guns, slingshots, paintball guns,
fireworks or bows and arrows are NOT pemmitted.

9. CAMPFIRES are allowed on your campsite only S
inside fire rings. Fire rings allowed only on sandy § = .
surface. $25 Fine. No glass items in fires. No R
cigarette butts on ground. TN

10. NO CUTTING OF TREES or shrubs on campground | ‘;
or on land adjacent to campground. $25 Fine. B t1F
(Firewood for sale nearby.)

11. KEEP NOISE AND MUSIC “For your ears only.” N
(Quiet hours are from 10:00 p.m. to 8:00 a.m. NS
Friday-Saturday, and 9:00 p.m. to 8:00 a.m. AR
Sunday-Thursday. Everyone MUST be at their \
campsite by 10:00 p.m. :

12. GHILDREN UNDER 17 must be at their
campsites by 8:30 p.m. or after close of
scheduled campground activities and MUST BE
ACCOMPANIED BY AN ADULT AFTER 8:30 p.m.

13. PLACE TRASH AND GARBAGE inside trash
container by exit on a daily basis. Due to natural
wildlife PLEASE keep your campsite free of litter.

14.POOL RULES: There is no lifeguard on
duty, therefore, children under 14 MUST be
accompanied by an adult that is at least 18 years
of age. SWIMSUITS REQUIRED! No shorts, or
cutoffs! NO GLASS OR PETS IN POOL AREA!

15. ALCOHOL is allowed ONLY at your campsite. LA
16. MANAGEMENT reserves the right to deny use of {
campground to anyone at any time without refund. § = =
