GUIDELINES FOR EVERYONE'S SAFETY & ENJOYMENT

Please Drive Slowly and Cautiously throughout the Resort. Speed Limitis 5 mph.

* CHECK-IN TIME is 1:00 pm for RV & tent
sites, 4:00 pm for cabins.

¢ CHECK-OUT TIME is 12:00 pm for RV and
tent sites and 11:00 am for cabins. An
additional day’s charges will be applied if
campsite is notvacated by NOON. If you wish
to extend your stay, please come to the office
by 11:00 am. Renewal is subject to availability.

* MAXIMUM STAY of 21 consecutive days,
subject to availability. Extended stay is
subject to an approved application, Park
Management’s written approval and execution
of the Park Rental Agreement.

* ALL FEES are due at time of registration.

* ONE VEHICLE PER SITE. A second vehicle
may be permitted at the site if the park office
determines it does not encroach on the
roadway or adjacent site. Additional vehicle
must be registered at the office and parked in
the designated overflow area. All vehicles must
display a proper parking tag.

* QUIET HOURS are from 10:00 pm-8:00 am.
Please be considerate of your neighbors.

* FACILITIES are for the use of registered
guests only. No visitors or day use.

* RECREATIONAL VEHICLES & AUTOMOBILES:
All RVs and automobiles must be in good
condition and in working order. No vehicle
repairs permitted inside the resort. No drop-
offs. All travel trailers and fifth wheels must be
accompanied by a tow vehicle. Utility trailers or
boats permitted with manager’s prior approval.
All RVs must be RVIA certified. No conversions
or car camping.

* RESTROOMS and showers are locked.
Registered guests have 24/7 access by
keycard. Keycards are available in the office.

* THE LAUNDRY ROOM is open 24/7 by
key card. No laundry may be hung at the
campsites. Guests must monitor their laundry,
the resort is not responsible for damage to or
theft of personal items.

* THE SWIMMING POOL/SPLASH PARK/
HOT TUB is for registered guests only, not
parties or visitors. THERE IS NO LIFEGUARD
ON DUTY. Swim at your own risk. Observe
all posted signs at the pool. ALL CHILDREN
UNDER THE AGE OF 14 should be supervised
at all times by an adult (18 or older).

* THE GOLF COURSE: Serious injury or death
can occur from being hit by golf balls. Only
golfers are allowed on the golf course. All

* PARENTS AND GUARDIANS ARE
RESPONSIBLE for their children at all times in
all areas of the Resort.

* HELMETS must be worn at all times while on
bikes, skates, skateboards, scooters ... etc.
State Law requires that minors wear helmets,
and we take child safety seriously.

* Wi-Fi: Due to our rural location, limited service
is available.

* SITES: There is a maximum of six persons per
site. Some cabins accommodate less than 6
people. The site must be neat and orderly and
kept free of debris. All garbage is to be bagged
and disposed of in a dumpster. We recycle,
please refer to the site map for dumpsters
and recycling bins. All camping gear, tents,
canopies, etc. must be manufactured and sold
for recreational use. No homemade tents, or
other structures. Tarps are only permitted as
ground cover for a tent.

* PETS MUST BE ON A LEASH AT ALL TIMES (no
longer than six feet), quiet and under control.
All pets must be registered during check-in.
OWNERS OF PETS THAT ARE NOT UNDER
CONTROL WILL BE ASKED TO REMOVE
THEM FROM THE RESORT. Pets must not
be left unattended. All pets must be inside at
night. YOU MUST PICK UP AFTER YOUR
PET. We have afenced dog area.

* THE IRRIGATION SYSTEM will operate
between 10:00 pm and 5:00 am. Do not
leave windows open or articles lying
around as they are subject to water
damage outside.

* SEASONAL TENT: TENT CAMPING IS
AVAILABLE IN DESIGNATED SITES ONLY. NO
MORE THAN TWO TENTS PERTENT SITE IF
SPACE ALLOWS.

* WOOD FIRES: There are no fire pits or grills at
the sites (cabins have charcoal grills). Guests
can bring their own grills and fire pits provided
they are placed on concrete, stand off the
ground and the fire pits have screens.
