Take Exit 183 from 1-20. Take Hwy. 47 N 3 miles into Appling, GA.
Merge onto Hwy. 221 for approximately 6 miles until you reach
Pollard’s Comer. Take a left onto Washington Rd. and go 1.5 miles
and Wildwood Parkwill be on the right-hand side.
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Wildwood Park is located on Clarks Hill Lake, which is
71,000 acres and is the largest man-made lake east of
the Mississippi River. Wildwood Park consists of 975
beautiful acres of land in northern Columbia County.
The park is open year-round for camping and boating
activities. Wildwood hosts multiple local, regional and
national fishing tournaments each year. Tournaments
such as ESPN/BASSmaster Elite Series, FLW, BFL, Georgia

Rules & Regulations

» Camping: Check-inis at 1 pm, and check-out 11:00 am unless
given special permission. A maximum of one wheeled unit and
one tent or just two tents are allowed per site. All units and tents
must be placed on impact pad unless given authorization by Park
Staff. The maximum number of days allowed to camp on one site
is 30 continuous days in a 60 day period. The maximum number of
individuals allowed on each camp site is 12.

« Waste Water: Grey and black water containers are required
and must be used at all times while on site.

« Reservation Policy: A reservation must be made either
online or by calling the gatehouse and full payment must be paid
prior to camping.

» Conduct: Wildwood Park is a family friendly park. No vulgarity,
nudity, lewd behavior or alcoholic beverages are allowed. Violators
could be asked to leave the park.

Quiet time is 10 pm - 7 am.

« Parking/Passes: Only 2 passes given per site and a maximum
of 2 vehicles on each site. Do not park on empty campsites. Excess
vehicles and boat trailers are to be placed in designated overflow
areas within respective camping area.

« Golf Carts: Golf carts are allowed inside of Wildwood Park,
but a pass must be purchased. Please see Park Staff for more
information. No ATVs of any kind or scooters are allowed inside
of the park.

« Campfires: Only allowed in grills and fire rings. NO fires on
beach. Only dead wood is allowed to be gathered and used inside
of the park.

« Group Activities: All group activities must conclude by 10
pm unless cleared by Park Staff.

« Fireworks & Firearms: No fireworks or firearms are allowed
within the park.

» Pets: Pets are allowed inside of Wildwood provided they are on
a leash. The owner must accompany the pet at all times and clean
up behind them.
