QUIET HOURS & COURTESY: 11:00 p.m. to 8:00 a.m. - However,
you should be considerate of your neighbors at all times.

Leave your site clean for the next camper, and
if you break something, please let us know so that repairs can be made.
TREES & CAMPFIRES: Please do not cut, carve, hang clotheslines
on or strip trees; help us preserve them. Firewood is available in the
store for a minimal charge. Please keep campfires small, away from
trees, and NEVER leave them unattended or burning when you’ve
gone to bed or left the grounds.

STORE & OFFICE: Hours vary depending upon season. Please
observe our no smoking signs posted in the building in accordance
with N.Y. State Law.

RESTROOMS, SHOWERS & WATER SUPPLY: Open 24 hours.
Restrooms are located onthe side ofthe building, and unisex showersinthe
rear of the building. Please accompany and stay with children. Our water is
city water.
