FROWNS NOT ALLOWED! If you have one, please leave it at the
entrance and pick it up when you leave.

Quiet hours: 10:00 p.m.-7:00 a.m. Please turn off any music, and outside
talking, etc., by 10:00 p.m. Generators need to be turned off by 9:00 p.m.

Maximum noise allowance of generators in dry camp is 54 decibels.
Generators may only be used during the day and may not be used during
quiet hours.

Park Rules and General Information: Everyone has to have them. It is our
hope to provide you with a pleasant stay. For everyone’s comfort and safety,
the following policies have been established. We ask that you observe and
follow the rules and show consideration for your camping neighbors. If we
can be of any assistance to you during your stay please ask. Thank you for
being our guest and enjoy your time with us.

MANAGEMENT RESERVES THE RIGHT TO EVICT, WITHOUT REFUND,
ANY PERSON(S) VANDALIZING PROPERTY, CREATING EXCESSIVE NOISE,
USING ABUSIVE LANGUAGE, USING EXCESSIVE ALCOHOL, OR SMOKING
MARIJUANA ON OUR PREMISES, BEHAVING IN A DISRUPTIVE MANNER
THAT IS OFFENSIVE TO OUR OTHER GUESTS, OR NOT ABIDING BY THE
RULES.

Speed Limit within the park is 5 MPH. All Oregon traffic laws apply in the
Park and will be strictly enforced.

Rates: are based on 2 adults and 1 camping unit. Tents only allowed in dry
camp.

Please be considerate of your neighbors by walking on streets and not
through other sites.

We ask that you please park your towed or extra vehicles parallel to your unit
inside your site.

Campsite Requests: We try to honor campsite requests. Management has
the right to reassign RVs to another site when necessary.

Wi-Fi is available. This is a free service and not guaranteed.

Garbage: Garbage must be placed in a plastic bag, secured at the top and
deposited in the dumpsters near the office. DO NOT dispose of broken
camping equipment, appliances, or household items. CRABBING AND
FISHING REMAINS NEED TO BE PLACED IN THE CONTAINERS AT THE
CLEANING STATION ON THE DOCKS. IF PLACED IN THE DUMPSTER THE
REMAINS MUST BE BAGGED.

Recycling is easy here. Our collectors accept items without having them
separated. Please flatten boxes and containers before placing in blue bins.
Glass and styrofoam cannot be recycled.

We ask that children play either in their site or in the designated play areas.
No playing in the street. Children should be under the supervision of an adult
at all times and please accompany them to restrooms, office, or laundry.

No skateboards, bikes, non-motorized and motorized vehicles may be
ridden recreationally on park grounds.

No RC cars in the park.

CRABS MUST BE CLEANED AT THE CLEANING STATION. We are on city
water and sewer. We ask thatyou please conserve waterwhen cleaning your
crab or fish.

No crabbing or fishing off of the dock or anywhere on the property.

No access to the dike atany time, no exceptions. Keep off of the riprap (large
rocks) along the edges of the property.

Kayaks and other water crafts must be launched from our official boat launch
only. No launching from the rocks in dry camp or the main park.

NO washing or maintenance of vehicles, RVs or boats in the park.

Awnings or sunscreens shall be attached to the RV. No portable gazebos,
sunscreens, allowed without approval from management.

Please do not hang laundry outside of RVs after washing clothes.

Thank You for choosing to stay at McKinley's
RV Park & Marina during this segment of your
journey. Please do not hesitate to use our
knowledge of the area to assist you in any way.

DO NOT PLACE PORTABLE GRILLS ON PICNIC TABLES. Damage caused to
tables will be charged to the guest, $275.00 pertable.

FIREWORKS and FIREARMS are prohibited on the park property, including
BB and pellet guns.

Please DO NOT feed the birds!!!!

Mail: Service for guests is NOT provided. We do not have on-site mail
delivery. Please use general delivery service at the local post office.

UPS, FedEX deliveries should be addressed to your site number. Drivers
have been instructed to deliver to the sites. If you are not home they will
then leave the packages at the office.

Refund Policy: Cancellation or changes to reservations must be made 7 days
prior to arrival date because your reservations mean we may have to turn
others guests away. You will be charged for all the days reserved unless the
cancellation policy of 7 days has been observed. NO REFUNDS will be made
for early departures.

Liability: The owners and agents assume no responsibility for accidents,
injuries or loss of property including theft, fire, flood, wind, orany actof God
that may occur within the park.
