GUIDELINES FOR EVERYONE'S SAFETY & ENJOYMENT

You, your family, and guests (all being called “Camper” or “Visitor”) agree that by accepting and paying for a site reservation, you will abide by the following Rules and Regulations while enjoying
your camping experience at Willcox/Cochise KOA Holiday (the “Campground”). Any breach by the Camper or Visitor of these Rules and Regulations shall constitute grounds for immediate action/
eviction from the Campground with no refund. These rules may be amended from time to time and such amendments shall become effective immediately.

SPEED LIMIT: The Campground speed limit is 5 miles per hour and applies to all wheeled methods of transportation.

Itis the registered Camper’s responsibility to review these Rules and Regulations and share them with everyone in their party.

CHECK-IN - Check-in time for all RV & Tent Sites is 1:00 p.m. Check-in time for Cabins is 3:00
p.m. Early arrivals may be charged an early check-in fee.

CHECK-OUT - Check-out time for Cabins is 11:00 a.m. and RV Sites is 12:00 noon. Late
Check-outs may incur a late check-out fee. Sites and Cabins must be vacant and left free of
damage, or a cleaning/repair fee may apply. Check-out time for all visitors is 10:00 p.m.
TRASH - Please place trash at the front of your site after 9:00 a.m. for pick up.
CHILDREN/PARENTS - Campers/Parents are responsible for the safety and behavior of their
children, friends of their children, and their guest(s). Children must be 12 years or older to
enter the store/office unaccompanied by an adult.

RESTROOMS/SHOWERS - Adults must accompany children under 12 years of age to all
restrooms,/showers. They are closed daily from 11:00 a.m. to 1:00 p.m. for cleaning.
SWIMMING POOL-NO LIFEGUARD ON DUTY - Swim at your own risk. Please provide your
own life jackets. Swimming is not permitted during thunderstorms. All children under 16
years of age must be accompanied by a parent or guardian. There is an additional charge

for Visitors using the pool or other amenities. NO nude swimming by anyone at any age.
Babies/Toddlers must use swim pants in the poal. Diapers are not allowed in the Pool area.
Glass bottles, glass cups, glass containers, or dishes are strictly prohibited in pool area.

No food or drink is allowed in the swimming pool unless served by the Roadrunner Kafe in
approved containers. Floats, rafts, or inflatable toys are allowed if they don’t interfere with
others’ use.

PETS - Pets must be kept on a leash no longer than 6 feet atall times. Maximum three (3) pets
per site, no Visitor pets allowed. All petwaste must be picked up immediately. Pet waste
bags are available in K9 Kamp and the Pet Walking areas. Campers who do not pick up after
their pets will be asked to leave - with NO refund. No exceptions. Pets are prohibited from:
Pool area, Store, Rec Hall area, and any Playground area. Pets are not to be left unattended
anytime. Barking or growling dogs will receive one initial warning, if the pet infraction
continues, the Camper shall remove the pet or leave the campground immediately. Animals
demonstrating aggressive behavior to persons or other pets must be removed from the
Campground immediately. If not so removed, the Camper shall leave the Campground with
no refund of payment for site rental. DO NOT tie pets to trees or utility pedestals.

QUIET HOURS - Quiet hours are from 10:00 p.m. to 7:00 a.m. The volume level of all voices
and noise-making devices must be at a minimum during this time. Gauge: If you can hear it
from outside your camper, it's too loud! During Quiet Hours, remember, your voice carries,
please keep it to a low volume. During normal hours, please operate any noise-making
device at a reasonable volume level. Electric bug lights / bug zappers must be turned off
during Quiet Hours.

ALCOHOLIC BEVERAGES - Anyone above 21 years of age may consume alcohol in
moderation. Drunkenness, loud or disorderly behavior will not be tolerated.

APPEARANCE - Management encourages you to maintain a neat appearance at your site.
Management has sole discretion on the meaning of “appearance.”

CAMPFIRES/GRILLS - All fires must be contained within a fire pit. An approved fire pit is
available with the purchase of firewood. We reserve the right to monitor and control the size
of all campfires. No fires shall be left unattended and must be extinguished before retiring or
leaving the site. Dumping of charcoal or ashes in the fields is strictly prohibited. Please make
arrangements with the KOA staff for removal. Barbeque grills and camp stoves are permitted
but may not be placed on picnic tables.

CIGARETTES/ TOBACCO - Please do not deposit cigarette, cigar butts, or chewing tobacco
on the grounds. NO smoking in the Pool area, Playground, orin any building or public areas.
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INDEMNITY - The use of any equipment or facilities of the campground by any person is at
that person's risk and the registered Camper agrees to indemnify and hold the campground
owners, management or staff, harmless from any loss, cost, or damage incurred by itasa
result of the activities of the registered Camper, its family members, invitees and guests.
FIREARMS/FIREWORKS/DRUGS - The use and display of firearms, air arms, paintball guns,
fireworks, explosives, weapons, and illegal drugs or substances is strictly prohibited.
Violation of this rule will result in immediate eviction and notification of authorities.
FIREWOOD - Firewood is sold at the store. All firewood brought into the campground must
be removed before checkout.

MOTORCYCLES/ATVs — Motorcycles, ATVs, motorbikes, motor scooters or any sound
producing registered vehicles used for transportation, shall be used only to enter and leave
the campground. Only persons with a valid driver’s license are allowed to operate any
motorized vehicles, including golf carts.

PARTIES — Gatherings must maintain a noise level that does not disturb neighboring sites. A
gathering of 6 or more must register at the office. Our Recreation Room and Kafe Patio are
available for special functions by reservation.

PERSONAL PROPERTY - All personal property brought into the campground is at the
Camper's risk. The Campground shall bear no responsibility for the damage, loss or theft
of such property. All Campers assume the responsibility of maintaining proper insurance
on their RV and personal property. We are not liable or responsible for any damage to any
camper or personal property for any reason, including an act of God (i.e. wind, lightning,

hail, fallen branches, trees, embers that drift onto property, etc.), accident, fire, or vandalism.

LANDSCAPING - All landscaping (trees, flowers, shrubs, stone, pavers, fencing, etc.) is
the property of the Campground. The cutting or pruning of any tree is forbidden. Nails are
prohibited. No hammocks, ropes, laundry/clothes lines or pets may be tied to our trees.
SEWER HOOKUPS - All sites have a sewer hookup. Do not dispose paper towels, clothing,
sanitary napkins, grease, dog feces, rocks, food scraps oranything that is not human waste
ordish water in the sewer system. Any plumbing issues caused by the Camperwill be
repaired and corrected at the Camper’s expense.

VEHICLE - Registered vehicles only. Additional vehicles must be left in the Visitor's parking
lot. No parking in unoccupied campsites. No driving around the Campground to view the
property orvisit other campsites. Non-emergency repairs are not allowed.

VISITOR / GUEST - Registered Campers who have unregistered Visitors will be charged
aVisitor’s fee according to the scheduled rates. Failure to register Visitors and / or Guest
will resultin a $10.00 penalty fee in addition to the Visitor's fee. Registration is limited to 6
people per site at any given time. All day Visitors must check-out and leave the campground
by 10:00 p.m.
